 Through the combination of in-home recycling programs 

and use of a material recovery facility (MRF) for all curbside 

waste collection, the City of West Covina achieved a 56%    

diversion rate in 2005 (the latest data available).

Together we can make West Covina Beautiful! 
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¨ Turn the tap water off. Only run the washing machine and    

dishwasher when you have a full load to clean 

¨ Take shorter showers and fill the bathtub only part way.  Try   
turning the water off while soaping or shampooing 

¨ Wash fruits and vegetables in a basin instead of under running 
water 

¨ Adjust your sprinklers to water only your lawn and plants — not 
your driveway, sidewalk, or street 

¨ Fix dripping and leaking faucets and toilets 

¨ Consider installing water-saving plumbing fixtures in your home 

¨ Sweep driveways, sidewalks, and steps rather than hosing 
them down 

¨ Wash your car less frequently or consider using a commercial 
car wash that recycles water 

¨ Avoid over watering — water only when necessary, instead of 
on a fixed schedule. 

Using your water wisely, you can save precious wate r 
with a few simple steps around your pool . 
 
 

¨ Use a pool cover.  It will reduce water loss due to normal    
evaporation.  The cover can also reduce heating bills by          
preventing night heat loss and will save on chemicals too.  
Make certain that its fits properly. 

¨ Maintain proper chemical levels and adequate circulation time.  
Not only will your pool water be safer and cleaner, but you’ll 
avoid the need to drain your pool or use excessive water to 
correct  conditions of neglect. 

¨ When you are filling your pool, fill pool a few inches lower 
than usual.  Be sure to keep an eye on your water level.

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Materials Recovery 
Facility (MRF)  
The City has contracted with Athens Services to provide residential and 
commercial collection service in West Covina.  Waste will not go      
directly to a landfill.  Instead, the waste goes to Athens’ MRF for    
separation of recyclable materials from disposable.  Residential and 
commercial waste is processed through a material recovery facility 
where all waste, recyclable materials, such as paper, glass, plastics, 
wood, metals, and others are sorted, baled, and transported to         
recycling facilities. Green waste is taken to a certified composting     
facility or to the landfill to be used as alternate daily cover. 
 
For any questions regarding the MRF, your trash collection bill, or to   
inquire about taking a tour of the MRF, contact Athens Services at (626) 
336-6100.  
Christmas Tree Recycling Program 
The City of West Covina and Athens Services provide a curbside 
Christmas tree recycling program for single-family residents during the 
three-week period after Christmas.  The trees will be taken to a landfill 
where they will be recycled into mulch, compost, or alternative daily 
landfill cover.  
Steps to Follow: 

¨ Remove ALL  decorations (including tinsel), Christmas tree stand, 
and nails. 

¨ Place live Christmas tree at the curb between the days of        
December 26 through January 9 on your regular trash collection 
pick-up day.  

Not Recyclable: 
¨ Artificial trees 

¨ Trees that remain decorated (tinsel, lights, ornaments, stands, 
etc). 

Place non-recyclable trees in your BLACK trash container.  If lid does 
not close,  or  tree  is  too  large to fit in  the  container,  please  call  
Athens at (626) 336-6100 to schedule a bulky item pick-up at least one 
day prior to your regular pick-up day. 
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The County of  Los    Angeles Department 
of Public Works and the Sanitation         
Districts of Los Angeles County conduct 
Household Hazardous Waste and       
Electronic Waste (HHW & E-Waste) Roundups 

throughout the County. For information on household hazardous

Examples of e-waste accepted at household hazardous waste round-
ups include:

You CAN  also bring: 
¨ Motor oil, contaminated oil, oil filters, brake fluid, antifreeze, 

expired medication, sharps and needles, batteries 

¨ Brake fluid, paint, paint thinner, fluorescent light bulbs 

¨ Cleaners with acid or lye, pesticides or herbicides 

¨ Household batteries or car batteries, pool chemicals 
 

You CANNOT  bring: 
¨ explosives, ammunition, and radioactive materials 

¨ trash and tires, hazardous waste & E-waste from businesses 

¨ white goods such as refrigerators, stoves, etc. 

How to prepare for the Roundups:  
¨ Bring the items in a sturdy box, preferably in their original, 

labeled containers. 

¨ Do not mix the products together. 

¨ There is a limit of 15 gallons or 125 pounds of hazardous 
waste per trip.  Be prepared to leave your containers. 

¨ There is a limit of 15 gallons or 125 pounds of hazardous 
waste accepted. 

¨ Be prepared to leave your containers.  
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Grasscycling is the natural recycling of grass by leaving clippings on the 
lawn when moving.  Grass clippings decompose quickly and release 
valuable nutrients back into the soil.  Grasscycling is simple, easy and it 
works! 

 
Employ proper mowing techniques. Proper   
mowing is required for successful grasscycling.  
Cut grass when the surface is dry, and keep 
the mower blades sharp.  Follow the “1/3” rule:  
mow your lawn often enough so that no more 
than 1/3 of the length of the grass blade is cut 
in any one mowing.  Frequent mowing will   
produce short  clippings that will not cover up 
the grass surface.  Recent studies have shown 

that seasonal mowing times can be reduced up to 50 percent by    
eliminating the time required to bag the clippings and then disposing of 
them is eliminated by grasscycling.

      How to Grasscycle:   

 
Grasscycling Provides Ease to Environment 



Composting is the natural process of decomposition 
and recycling of organic materials such as grass 
clippings, leaves, fruit scraps, vegetable scraps,  
coffee grounds, sawdust, nut shells, egg shells, 
dryer lint, fireplace ashes, and shredded paper into 
a nutrient-rich soil known as compost.  Composting 
takes approximately 3 to 4 weeks to produce       
results.  In  order to make a  successful compost 

pile you must have the proper balance of air, water, and organic       
materials.   

Composting microbes are aerobic and they cannot do their job well 
without enough air.  Without enough air microbes decompose items 
slower and produce an unpleasant smell.  It is important to make sure 
that there are plenty of air passageways in your compost pile.   

In general, your compose pile should be as moist as a wrung-out 
sponge.  If your compose pile is too moist, it will produce an unpleasant 
smell.  If your compose pile is too dry, composting will be significantly 
slower.

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Consumers pay CRV (California Refund 
Value) when they purchase beverages from a 
retailer which is refunded when they redeem 
the containers at a recycling buyback center. 
The refund is 5¢ for beverage containers   
under 24 oz. and 10¢ for containers 24 oz. or 
larger.

The City will work with a volunteer youth group and 
form a  recycling club within the organization. The City will provide the 
organization with a CRV recycling bin, along with signage identifying 
the group responsible for maintaining the recycling bin.  The bin will be 
placed in a prominent location within the City such as a City park, base-
ball park, school, etc. for the public use.  Through this program, groups 
are able to redeem the CRV recycling fees and use the money for 
group activities.

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Mercury can be found in a variety of household items. Batteries,      
fluorescent lamps & tubes, thermostats, thermometers, switches, dental 
amalgam and other consumer electronic devices containing mercury.  
The collection of these items known as “Universal Waste” (U-Waste)  is 

no longer allowed with the regular trash.   
 
U-Waste contains a variety of hazardous 
and toxic materials, including lead, mercury 
and cadmium.  All universal waste materials 
are banned from the trash because these 
toxic materials can be released, posing a 
risk to public health and the environment. 
 
U-Waste Recycling Centers:

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The Products Exchange Program gives West   
Covina residents an alternative to sending      
products to the landfill. Instead of throwing away   
usable items such as appliances, furniture,     
electronics, etc, they may be listed on the City's 
Products Exchange Program list where they may 
find another home as opposed to being buried at 
the landfill.  Residents may call at any time for 
available items. Environmental keeps a database 
for the community of items that are available for reuse and items that 
are wanted. Our Division simply puts two parties in touch with each 
other for the exchange. The City does not pick up or store items that 
are in the Products Exchange List.  The only restriction to this         
program is that there must be no fee exchanged for any item listed. In
