RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council take the following actions.

1. Accept the quote from Republic ITS, Inc. in the amount of $77,800 and authorize the Public Works Director/City Engineer and City Clerk to execute the contract.

2. Appropriate $17,400 from CBDG fund to Project No. TP-08506 (131.85.8876.7800).

DISCUSSION:

This project was approved by the City Council on August 8, 2008 to be included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Capital Improvement Program.  The project provides for the installation of lighted crosswalk on Badillo Street west of Orange Avenue adjacent to the Heritage Park Senior Apartments.  The work consists of the installation of new overhead poles with flashing beacons, in-roadway flashing lights, pedestrian push buttons with audio message and signs.

Staff utilized an alternative biding procedure for this project, which was approved by City Council on December 18, 2007.  Using the Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act, an informal bid process was initiated.  Eight electrical contractors were asked to submit a quotation to modify the traffic signal per the approved plan.  The following is a summary of the eight quotes received:
