AWARD OF BID FOR CURB AND GUTTER REPAIR AND CONSTRUCTION OF WHEELCHAIR RAMPS (PROJECT NOS. SP-08105 AND SP-08107)
RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council take the following actions.  

1. Accept the bid of International Pavement Solutions, Inc. in the amount of $132,792.00 as submitted at the bid opening on March 27, 2008, and authorize the Public Works Director/City Engineer and City Clerk to execute an agreement with International Pavement Solutions, Inc. for the work to be done. 

2.
Approve a contract Change Order No. 1 with International Pavement Solutions, Inc. in the amount of $80,300.00 to construct 44 additional wheelchair ramps due to a favorable bid and the availability of additional funds.

DISCUSSION:

The City of West Covina repairs damaged concrete curb, gutter, sidewalks, driveway aprons caused by extensive wear and tear, sub-grade settlement, or growth of tree roots, and the construction of new wheelchair ramps each year in an effort to maintain its existing infrastructure at an acceptable level.  The construction of new wheelchair ramps to the City’s street system is vital for the mobility of physically challenged individuals.  These projects are part of the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Capital Improvement Projects (CIP).  The work includes removal and replacement of existing damaged concrete curb, gutter, sidewalk, and driveway aprons, and construction of new concrete wheelchair ramps including all incidental and appurtenant works at various locations citywide.  

A notice inviting bids for this project was advertised in the San Gabriel Valley Tribune on March 13, and 20, 2008.  In addition, the project was advertised in the Contractor’s Green Sheet and in the Daily Construction Service that notifies contractors of upcoming projects in Southern California.  The bids for this project were opened in the office of the City Clerk on March 27, 2008.  A total of nine bids were received, opened, and checked for errors, and all were determined to be valid.  The lowest responsive bid was $132,792.00 from International Pavement Solutions, Inc. of Mentone, California.
