SUBJECT: BKK LANDFILL SITE QUARTERLY STATUS REPORT
RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the City Council receive and file this report.

DISCUSSION:
[Note: The updated changes since the January 15, 2008 report are in BOLD text]

A. Long Term Plan and Agreement with State

The two-year Consent Decree of March 9, 2006, between the Department of Toxic
Substances Control (DTSC) and the Potential Responsible Parties (PRP) Working Group
of about 27 companies continues with the Class I maintenance operations. STATUS:
The Consent Decree was extended to September 2008 giving DTSC and the PRPs
additional time to develop the next interim Consent Decree. Negotiations between
DTSC and the PRP’s covering the terms of the next Consent Decree are ongoing.

B. Proposition 65 Notices

STATUS: Sampling continues to show no vinyl chloride gas emissions greater than
the 0.05 ppbv (parts per billion by volume) therefore Proposition 65 Notices are not
required. Monitoring continues.

C. Class III Landfill Closure Activities

BKK submitted a Certification of Closure Report dated October 2007 to the California
Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB), Waste Management Enforcement
Agency for the City of West Covina (WMEA) and Regional Water Quality Control
Board (RWQCB) for review and approval. The report purports to certify that the Class
IIT landfill has been closed in accordance with the approved Revised Final Closure Plan.
Upon approval of the Report, the landfill post-closure and maintenance operations would
begin.

STATUS: On March 28, 2008, the CIWMB approved the Report (Attachment A)
subject to the condition that required some final closure related construction
activities to be completed in post-closure and required approvals from the WMEA
and RWQCB. Some final closure construction related activities to be completed in
post-closure include verification of final cover depth as it currently exists, drainage
improvements and additional hydrologic analysis.

On March 25, the WMEA, the City and BKK met to discuss the unresolved issues
pending certification. Following the meeting it was agreed that the WMEA will issue
a conditional certification of approval. This conditional approval would allow the
site final closure operations to move into post-closure maintenance operations under
the condition that the unresolved issues will be completed within the first six months
of post-closure. The issues needing resolution are related to hydrology of the
current conditions, final grading, security fencing, drainage, site maintenance, and
concrete sumps around down drains. Attached is a copy of the WMEA’s conditional
approval of Certification of Closure letter dated April 11, 2008 (Attachment B).
