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FY 2008-2009 CDBG PUBLIC SERVICE PROJECT APPLICANTS

Services for Seniors

· Senior Citizens Assistance Program (SCAP) - City of West Covina: The program provides a comprehensive program of social services that is responsive to the diverse and sophisticated needs of older adults.  Services include: Proactive, preventative health services, education, and advocacy programs, in addition to services for the frail elderly, with the goal of self-determination, dignity and independence.  With an ever-increasing need for multi-faceted/complex services, in particular housing needs and assistance to older adults and their families, SCAP continues to provide quality programs and services both at the West Covina Senior Center and through home visits.  Staff also responds to Public Safety requests for assistance with older adults in need and is used as a referral by various service providers, businesses and residents when questions arise about issues relating to older adults. 

· Center for Aging Resources - Adult Day Care: The project objective is to reduce in endangered older and dependent adults who reside in West Covina AND their families, especially those who would not typically access needed services due to cultural, financial physical, linguistic or cognitive barriers.  To achieve its objective, the proposed project will utilize clinical outreach, information and referral, and abuse-related psychotherapy.
· Senior Nutrition Program - City of West Covina: Affordable, nutritious, and well-balanced meals are offered to participating seniors.  The noon meal offered at the Center is for many of the older adults that participate in the meals program, the most nutritious/balanced meal of their day.  Provided in a friendly environment, and prepared “on site”, the award winning Senior Nutrition Program also facilitates social opportunities, building support groups, the growth of extended families and for some is the introduction to needed social services.  It also provides an environment that encourages participation in various classes, as well as other opportunities to participate in recreation, exercise, cultural and educational programs.

Services for Youth
· Youth Assistance Program (YAP) - City of West Covina: The Youth Assistance Program assists low income residents of West Covina with the cost of recreational, educational and cultural activities offered for youth.  “YAP” assists with 50% of the cost of an eligible program or $100, whichever is less.  All applications and payments are administered by the City of West Covina Community Services Department. 
· Careship - City of West Covina: The Careship Program assists low income residents of West Covina that are working or going to school with the cost of after-school child care.  Approximately 60 to 80 very low to low income young people will benefit from this program over the course of the year. The program will assist students for a maximum three-year period while the parent works to afford the entire amount of care.

· Assistance League of Covina Valley:  Operation School Bell seeks to be able to expand the number of participants at its tutoring program in the Learning Center.  Operation School Bell provides clothing (school uniforms, underwear, socks, etc.), as well as equipment (personal hygiene kit, books, etc.) to children of needy families.  The program seeks to improve school attendance and learning by promoting self-esteem. 
Services for the Homeless

· ESGV Coalition for the Homeless - Emergency Food and Shelter: This program provides emergency assistance to homeless and indigent persons.  In addition, services such as emergency food, transportation, housing, clothing, and hygiene kits, with referrals for medical, dental, and social services agencies are offered.
· Citrus Valley Health Foundation - Community Services Center: This project involves an extensive community outreach campaign for the West Covina community.  Through its Center, individuals who are homeless or at risk of being homeless, have access to a broad range of social services, including outreach, needs assessment, information and referral, and on-going case management.  In addition, homeless individuals are provided with information, assistance, and counseling.  The primary objective of the Center is to bring the expertise of the local social service community together under one roof, in order to provide effective, efficient comprehensive, and coordinated services to citizens.  The ultimate goal is to promote individual self-sufficiency; positive self-esteem, dignity, and personal growth that will help people achieve and maintain stable sources of income, housing, and social relationships.  The Community Services Center is also responsible for providing housing vouchers to persons in need. 
Food Services
· American Red Cross - Meals on Wheels: This program provides homebound people with two nutritious meals Monday through Friday in West Covina.  A client may be elderly, disabled, or recuperating from illness.  Through this effort, the program seeks to help individuals live more independently.
· Action Food Pantry: This food pantry feeds the low income and homeless on a monthly basis.  The Pantry gives enough food for at least four days and serves the East San Gabriel Valley.
· Cory’s Kitchen:  For 10 years Cory’s Kitchen has been silently feeding, clothing, and finding jobs for many grateful people in transition.  CK does not charge any guest.  Gusts that come to CK do not just get food.  Trained counselors assess their needs and can refer them to employers, free legal aid, psychiatric counseling, and training.  Volunteers do community outreach work to seniors, soldiers, veterans, and children in hospitals.  In 2006 CK gave out over 15,000 bags of groceries to over 6,183 guess.  847 of these guests were from West Covina.

Rape Crisis
· Project Sister - Sexual Assault Crisis & Prevention Services: Project will provide bilingual crisis intervention therapy, counseling, and prevention education services to reduce the incidence and trauma of sexual assault to West Covina residents. 
Domestic Violence
· Domestic Violence Advocate - West Covina Police Department:  For every domestic violence incident, while Police Officers focus their efforts on bringing the offenders to justice, the Victim Advocate is responsible for following up with the victim(s) and their families, counseling them and guiding them through the criminal justice system and applicable social service network(s), to make sure no one falls through the cracks between organizations. 

Forensic Services – Child Abuse Victims
· Children’s Advocacy Center:  The Center serves child victims of sexual abuse, severe physical abuse, children who witness such abuses or other acts of violence, as well as other “special need” adults who have experienced abuse.  The multidisciplinary services are provided in a supportive and culturally-sensitive environment with the best professional standards that optimize outcomes and reduce trauma.  The activity goal is to increase the number of forensic interview the Center is able to provide by hiring additional, specially-trained forensic interviewers.

Crisis Intervention
· Love INC:  Love INC is a crisis intervention service network that serves families and individuals, adults and children at risk for food insecurity, poverty, and substance abuse in the San Gabriel Valley.  Love INC is seeking to expand its operational capacity and is applying a fundraising campaign for the purpose of extending its clearinghouse network, acquiring a larger property for a base of operations, expanding youth programming, enlarging its services area, upgrading existing programs, and implementing 3 new programs. 

Graffiti Abatement
· Graffiti Abatement:  The project includes the abatement of graffiti throughout the City, especially in selected low and moderate-income areas.  It provides for the abatement of graffiti in an effort to prevent and eliminate urban blight.  It also provides a service to those low and moderate-income persons who may otherwise be unable to abate blight-causing graffiti on their own.  It will be used to supplement an existing abatement program that has been strained by a lack of resources and simultaneous growth in service demands.  The project funds will be used for labor, supplies, and other materials needed to complete this project work.
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
